2.1.2 What new knowledge is anticipated as an outcome of the study

	2.1.1 Music is a portal to other worlds; listening to music can transport you to the situation or destination of another person.  This person could be entirely different from you.  For instance, they could come from a country with a different culture and lifestyle.  You come to learn more about a culture the more you are exposed to it.  The mere exposure effect states that repeated contact with an object increases your liking towards that object because it becomes familiar (Zajonc, 1968).  Listening to music from other cultures is one way to familiarize yourself with those cultures  Singing music can be an even more active way to learn about other cultures.

Sousa, Neto and Mullet (2005) demonstrated that teaching children from a majority culture in Portugal the songs of a minority culture (Cape Verdean) over a number of weeks improved these children’s attitudes towards the minority culture (this is compared to a control group of children who did not learn the songs).  We would like to see if this effect applies to Canadian children’s attitudes towards other cultures.  We are particularly interested in examining whether learning the music of other cultures has an affect on students’ attitudes towards these cultures.  This study is being carried out in eight schools in four countries – China, Kenya, Brazil and Canada.  There are two Canadian sites: one in Toronto and the other here in Charlottetown.

	2.2.1. The aim is to determine whether learning to sing the songs of another culture affects attitudes towards that culture.  Following Sousa et al. (2005), we predict that learning the backgrounds and music of foreign cultures will promote and enhance understanding of these cultures.  We also predict this understanding will lead to more favorable attitudes towards people of these cultures.  Participants will be students from two grade five classrooms in PEI during the January-March semester of the 2012 school year.  The project will take place during a 12-week period from January 1-March 31 2012.  Information letters will be sent to the principal and teachers in November.  Information letters will be sent to parents and students at the end of November or the start of December.    The student research assistant for UPEI, Kelly Gillis, will meet with the teachers interested in participating to give them the teaching materials, discuss how to use them, give a general outline of the project timeline  (see Checklists for Teachers attached) and arrange exact dates for the pre- and post-test questionnaires, student-researcher visits and interviews. [The project is also to take place in Toronto, with two similar classes, and in four classes in each of the partner countries of Kenya, China and Brazil.  There are ethics boards in China, but not for Brazil or Kenya.  Approval from the REB from the China Conservatory of Music will be sought, as well as permission from the participating Chinese schools, parents and students.  For Kenya and Brazil, permission will only be sought from the participating schools, parents and students.  Approval from these three countries is in process and copies of permission to run this study will be sent to the UPEI Research Ethics Board as they are received.].
2.2.2 Little research has been done on the role of singing for promoting cross-cultural understanding.  This study will be conducted by other AIRS colleagues in Kenya, Brazil and China and will serve as a model for future work in this area in other countries in which AIRS colleagues live.

2.2.3. Data will be collected in the form of: questionnaires regarding cultural attitudes, ratings of memory and liking of songs (5-point scale), written observations, semi-structured interviews and recorded videos.  SPSS and qualitative data analysis programs will be used for analyzing the questionnaires/song ratings and interviews/video/written observations, respectively.  All of these data will be collected by the secondary investigators and their assistants in their respective countries.  For example, Kelly Gillis will be the student researcher collecting data from the school in Charlottetown.  The questionnaires, song ratings and general interview questions are attached.
2.2.4 As this is the first time the study is being conducted it might be considered a pilot study.  We expect to continue using this paradigm and, in that sense, it is a pilot but we expect it to generate useful data.  This is intended as a model for teaching children the culture and songs of other countries.  It will provide information to other AIRS colleagues wanting to conduct similar studies in their own countries. 

2.2.5 When the first part of the study is completed (i.e., learning the cultures and the songs of the four countries over 12 weeks) some of the students will be asked to participate in a 20-minute test of singing skills using the AIRS test battery between April 1-May 30 2012.  Ten students from the experimental group and ten students from the control group will be asked to participate.  Students will be randomly selected, while attempting to balance gender.  This test battery is being developed under the AIRS project as a measure of determining differences in singing abilities across ages and cultural backgrounds. It consists of short singing “games” such as repeating a short melody or a pattern of two or three notes.  [Please see the Basic Script of the 11 Component AIRS Test Battery attached].  This “singing interview” will be facilitated and recorded by Kelly Gillis.   We feel this would be a wonderful addition to the proposed study as it would provide a useful measure of singing skills across cultures and groups (i.e., classes who learned both the cultures and the songs compared to classes who learned only the cultural information). The students may also enjoy having the opportunity to demonstrate their singing skills and creativity (i.e., through creation of short melodies and stories based on picture prompts as a part of the test battery).                                                                                                                                  
Separate information letters and consent forms will be sent to schools, teachers,  parents and students for this second part of the study after the first part has been completed.  Each participant will complete a test battery session while they are in Grade 5 and, hopefully, another session while they are in Grade 6 in order to determine how singing ability develops over time.  Each test battery session will take place in a quiet room at the school.

	2.3.1 The research setting is an elementary school in grade five classrooms and music rooms.  We are planning to approach Sherwood Elementary or St Jean Elementary schools.
2.3.2 Two grade five classes will be involved in the project.  One class will learn only the cultural information (control group) and one class will learn the cultural information and the songs of each culture (experimental group).  In this way we will be able to attribute the specific role of singing, as opposed to learning facts about the culture, in determining improved cultural understanding.  However, the class which will not learn the songs during the study can also learn the songs after the study as all teaching materials will be provided to all participating teachers.  Both classes will have 12 weeks to teach the cultural information and/or songs; 3 weeks for each culture and, if in the experimental group, 2 songs per week. There are 24 songs in total; 6 from each country. Teachers will teach the culture and/or songs to students during regular class time.  Teachers will be given the freedom to decide in which order to teach the cultures and/or songs, provided they spend 3 weeks on each culture and/or its songs and reserve weeks 10-11 to teach the information and/or songs of their own country.  Week 12 will be used as either a review or a catch-up week depending on circumstances. 
Teaching material includes songbooks with cultural information, PowerPoint presentations about the cultures and their songs and video demonstrations of songs.  These resources have been compiled by AIRS university students (undergraduate to post-doctorate) from each of the four countries.  Teachers will be asked to submit a written report once every three weeks, after teaching each culture, regarding their observations of students’ responses and their own opinions of the teaching materials.  Some lessons will be observed by the student-researcher, Kelly Gillis.   Kelly will meet with teachers interested in participating to give them the materials and answer any questions they may have.  Kelly will visit each participating class during the first week of the study to help teachers and will make regular calls or e-mails to check in with them.  Kelly will also be available to teach the songs to the teachers and to the classes as requested.  Kelly will be visiting the classes every three weeks (i.e., the last week of the lessons on each culture) to assist teachers, observe and record videos.  After a culture and its songs have been learned, Kelly will visit the experimental class and ask them to sing the songs learned during the past three weeks.  She will note how well each song is learned and video-record the songs for further assessment during this time.  Thirty-minute video recordings will take place four times from January-March (in Weeks 4, 7, 10 and 12) during class instruction for the class learning both the songs and the cultures.  Students and teachers may appear in videos. We are using video, as opposed to only audio, because it can provide information about student engagement as well as comprehension (some of the songs involve actions).    
All students will complete a written questionnaire before and after the study to assess their attitudes towards people from the four countries.   Every three weeks, after learning the cultural information and six songs of one of the countries, the experimental group will rate their liking and learning of the songs they were taught during the past three weeks.  This is to help us see which songs are most liked and easiest to learn overall.  We can also examine whether there is a relationship between children’s attitudes towards a culture and their liking of the songs of that culture.  Both groups will also write what they liked most and least about the project at the end of the study.  Some students who learned both the cultures and the songs might also be asked to respond to a similar cultural attitude questionnaire in one and two years time to determine any lasting effects on attitudes. Ten students in total (seven from the experimental class and three from the control class) and participating teachers will be asked to have a short interview at the end of the study to express their thoughts about the project.  Teachers will select students they know as being comfortable with expressing themselves for the interviews.  Students are not obligated to participate in interviews if they do not wish to.  Interviews will be audio-recorded and may be transcribed. If the interviews are transcribed, teachers and students will be allowed to see the transcription if they wish. 

Students who do not wish to participate will be provided with an activity by their teacher to work on while the cultural material or songs are being taught.

The first phase of the study will take place over a 12 week period from January-March 2012.  The amount of class time used depends on whether both the homeroom and music teachers teach the cultures and the songs. Total teaching time is estimated at 15 hours (75 minutes per week for 12 weeks, or 15 minutes a day).  The initial meeting with teachers to give instructions and discuss teaching materials will be about 45 minutes.  Interviews (12-14) will be about 15 minutes each. The cultural attitude questionnaire (given twice) should not take longer than 20 minutes to complete each time.   Ratings of songs, for the class learning both the cultures and the songs, will take place four times and should take no longer than 15 minutes to complete each time.  Video recordings of the experimental class will take place every 3 weeks (4 times in total), for 30 minutes at a time.  Time for teachers’ reports will depend on how much they wish to write. Total time estimate for the school’s involvement for this phase is 25 hours.  

The second phase will take place between April 1 to May 30 2012, at a time convenient for the participants (e.g. during a lunch break, before or after class). Each test battery session should not take longer than 20-25 minutes to complete the test battery and fill out the information sheet.  Total time estimate for all 20 participants for the second phase is 8 hours and 30 minutes (25 minutes per child).  
2.3.3 Recorded data for the first phase will include: responses to questionnaires, song ratings and interviews, written reports from teachers and the student-researcher and video recordings.  A copy of the questionnaire, song ratings and interview questions are attached.  SPSS and qualitative data analysis programs will be used.  We expect to work on the data analysis from April until June 2012.
Recorded data for the second phase will include: video and audio recordings of speech and song and some participant information such as age, native country, native language and whether they learned: 1) the cultures and songs of Brazil, Canada, China and Kenya or 2) only the cultural information of these countries.  Praat, a computer program which allows for analysis, synthesis and manipulation of sound, will be used for acoustical analysis of the singing although some analysis will be done by ear.  We expect to work on data analysis for the second phase from June 1 to August 2012.
However, the comparative data analysis with children in the three other countries will be ongoing during 2012-2013 and, perhaps, beyond.  Assuming the participants can be tested a year later, the new data will be compared to the earlier data and so on.  Longitudinal data on singing development are very rare and the opportunity to collect such data adds value to the present study.  As well, the data from phase two may shed light on findings in phase 1.  For example, better singers or more creative singers, may be more appreciative of learning foreign songs. 
2.3.4 Dr. Annabel Cohen is the director and Principal Investigator of the AIRS project, including this study.  Kelly Gillis is the student-researcher who will be visiting the schools to provide assistance, conduct interviews, administer questionnaires and record videos.  Dr. Godfrey Baldacchino (UPEI) and Dr. Lily Chen-Hafteck (Kean University) are the leaders of the AIRS 3.1 Music and Culture sub-theme.  Arla Good (Ryerson University) is an AIRS researcher and graduate student in psychology at Ryerson University who is conducting this study in Toronto under the supervision of Dr. Frank Russo.  Yue Xiao is a graduate music student who is conducting this study in China under the supervision of Dr. Jiaxing Xie at the China Conservatory of Music.  Dr. Elizabeth Andang’o of Kenyatta University is an AIRS researcher conducting this study in Kenya.  Angelita Broock is a graduate student conducting this study in Brazil under the direction of Dr. Alda de Jesus Oliveira of the Federal University of Bahia.  Zuraida Abud Bastião is an AIRS researcher from the Federal University of Bahia who is conducting this study in Brazil with Angelita Broock.  Dr. Lily Chen-Hafteck is leading this particular study from her Department of Education at Kean University; she has organized the songbook and managed the acquisition of the materials. She is also training the student-assistants (one or two from each of the four countries) in a workshop in regard to their participation for the first phase of the study.

Information letters will also be sent to the parents and students in April, provided permission has been obtained from the principal.  The letters will be sent by Kelly Gillis.  Contact information for Professor Annabel Cohen (Principal Investigator) will also be provided.  Potential participants will be informed that their participation is entirely voluntary and they have the freedom to decline/discontinue participation without prejudice or penalty.  Participation in this study will not affect student attendance in class or student evaluation by the school.  Any student who does not wish to participate in the study will be provided with an activity by their teacher to work on during the teaching of cultures or songs.  Participants are not obliged to answer any questions in a questionnaire or during an interview. 

	What effort has been made to recruit an inclusive sample? 

No child in the class will be turned away. All will be welcome to participate. Participants are restricted to grade five students but that is the extent of exclusion.  Grade five students have been singled out as participants based on the results of the Sousa et al.’s (2005) study mentioned previously.  In Sousa et al.’s (2005) study, children aged 9-11 were the ones who were affected the most by the music intervention compared to younger children.  Based on these results, we believe we can gather more useful data from an elementary population of this particular age group.  Students will not be excluded due to sex, ethnic background, musical ability or IQ level.

2.6.1 Information letters and consent forms for both phases will be sent to the school for the principal, teachers, parents and students to read.  These documents clearly state the aim and rationale of the research, what participation involves, the roles of research team members, the safeguards and limitations for confidentiality and anonymity, contact information and freedom to withdraw from the study at any time.  Participants can keep a copy of the information letter and the signed and dated consent form.  Permission will be sought from the appropriate people in the other countries. 	2.8.1 It is personal in that the opinions and attitudes of participants will be expressed in a cultural attitude questionnaire and in interviews in the first phase.  In the second phase, participants’ speech and singing will be video and audio recorded.  Other data collected will include age, native country, native language, musical training and whether they learned: 1) the cultural information and songs of Brazil, China, Canada and Kenya or 2) only the cultural information of these countries.  This information will only be used by Dr. Annabel Cohen, Kelly Gillis and other AIRS researchers as useful for comparative data analysis across cultures or ages.

These researchers will be providing similar data from grade five students in their own countries. This digital library is not for the public but is used by AIRS researchers.  This provides them with the ability to contrast data from different countries.  This database is part of the AIRS project, is password-protected and is meant to be available to only those researchers, scholars or educators who have been granted access.   All data will be kept confidential and unavailable to persons outside the AIRS research team. Audio/visual data will be backed up digitally on a hard disk and kept in a locked filing cabinet in the AIRS research laboratory. Printed data and data analyses will be kept in a locked filing cabinet in the AIRS research laboratory.  If any video from phase 1 is to be used in an AIRS conference, permission will be requested from the teachers.  Participants will be asked if they would agree to showing their video in a conference.
2.8.3 Printed data and data analyses will be stored in a locked filing cabinet in the AIRS research laboratory and will be destroyed five years after all of the results of the study are published.  

2.8.4 Student anonymity will be ensured by assigning each student a code number to be used throughout the study.  Student names will never appear on any response sheet.   All responses to the questionnaire and song ratings will later be identified by a number for computer data analysis (SPSS).  For the second phase (i.e. the test battery), each student will use the same private code Students will not be identified individually.  The code number for each student will be kept in a locked filing cabinet in the event that it is necessary to contact a student due to missing information.  It will be the decision of the participating teachers whether their names (i.e. the names of the teachers) will be mentioned in the results. We would like to acknowledge the cooperation of the schools and school boards involved but they will not be identified if desired.
